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The First “Daisy”

Girl Scout Daisies might like knowing that their Girl Scout grade leve! is named
for the founder of Girl Scouts, Juliette “Daisy” Gordon Low. Called “Daisy”

by her family and friends, Low was well ahead of her time and known for her
boldness and humor. She put no limiis on girls’ lives. Her nickname came from
her uncle who, seeing her as a baby, said, “I'll bet she is going to be a ‘Daisy!" "

The Girl Scout Law

Since its start, Girls Scouts has followed a set of values called the Girl Scout
Law (or Laws). The original Laws were written in 1912. They were modified
and updated in 1913, 1916, 1917, and 1920. A modern version of the Law
was written in 1972 and the current Law was adopted in 1996.

Girl Scouts and the World

Girl Scouts of the USA is a member of the World Association of Girl Guides and
=> Girl Scouts (WAGGGS), which was formed in 1928. Daisies can receive the
World Trefoil Pin, which symbolizes that they are members of WAGGGS. The
pin is often given to girls on World Thinking Day. Its placement—above the Girl
Scout membership pin—helps Daisies understand that WAGGGS is larger than
Girl Scouts of the USA.

pening the world to girls is nothing new in

Girl Scouts. And with the shrinking of the world

through the Internet, fast travel, podcast enter-

tainment and news, the need to rededicate efforts
in helping girls think globally and understand the world—
their world—is one of the focused activities of the Girl Scout
Movement.

Girl Scouts of the USA, and every member of it, automati-
cally belongs to the World Association of Girl Guides and
Girl Scouts (WAGGGS). Interweaving their international
scope is complex, encompassing 144 organizations through-
out the world. Yet the purpose of this worldwide Movement is
clear, especially when you consider the new mission statements
of WAGGGS and GSUSA, the largest of the Member Organiza-
tions. All of these organizations reciprocally encourage interna-
tional understanding, travel, and friendship that support girls
as they take their places as global citizens, better still—global
leaders of the future.

At GSUSA the implementation of a new strategy, and an
alignment for the future brought also a reorganization of the
offices concerned with international activities. The result is a
new department in the new Mission-to-Market Group, called
Global Girl Scouting, which is designed to elevate global ini-
tiatives within Girl Scouts of the USA. The two departments
of the group are Global Action, and the long-established,

girls of courage, confidence and character,
who make the world a better place.

WAGGGS: Our Mission: to enable girls and
young women to develop their fullest potential
as responsible citizens of the world.

Girl Guides of Taiwan

USA Girl Scouts Overseas (USAGSO), both of which con-
centrate on ways to increase global awareness among GSUSA
members. As it works to address worldwide issues affecting
girls, the Global Girl Scouting department aims to cultivate
long-lasting, inter-organizational partnerships, and engage
girls as change-agents at the global level.

The Global Action team has four main goals: 1) to raise the
global awareness of girls, councils, and national staff; 2) to en-
hance girls’ cross-cultural opportunities by creating enriching
experiential and service-learning opportunities for girls at a
global level; 3) to take girls’ voices to the global stage by par-
ticipating in global conferences and events; 4) to create more
girl leadership opportunities at the global level.

Recommendations on Empowering Girls to Advance the Millennium
Development Agenda

The World Association of Girl Guides and Girl Scouts (WAGGGS) believes that by placing
the girl child at the centre of all development efforts, families, communities and nations
can move out of poverty and towards prosperity. All available evidence indicates that by
ensuring girls and young women are empowered and valued, efforts to implement
internationally agreed goals and commitments, including the United Nation’s Millennium
Development Goals (MDGs), are much more likely to succeed.

In order to rapidly and significantly strengthen and improve national efforts to
achieve the MDGs and other internationally agreed development goals, WAGGGS
recommends that the international community, governments and civil society
ensure that the girl child is placed at the centre of all development efforts,
including policy making, budgeting, governance and projects.

Nearly half the world’s population is under the age of 25 and over 1.2 billion are between
the age of 10 and 19 years old. An estimated 87 per cent of the world’s adolescents live in
countries affected by poverty, hunger, disease and violence. Among the young population
exposed to these risks, girls and young women suffer disproportionally due to a lack of
ambition and commitment from most countries in their efforts to achieve the MDGs and to
develop and implement specific gender and youth policies. Yet we know that girls and
young women are the most crucial constituencies in our communities if we want to ensure
opportunities for all and guarantee a sustainable future for humankind.

To rapidly improve the status of the girl child and unlock their potential, the
international community, governments and civil society need to focus on two
areas: girls’ empowerment and integration in decision-making at all levels; and
education and training, especially on sexual and reproductive health and rights.

5. Visit one of the places in your community where young women can
go for health care related to pregnancy prevention and treatment
of sexually transmitted diseases. Invite a counsellor from this
agency to speak at one of your group meetings and ask her to
include the following:

° How condoms prevent pregnancy and sexually
transmitted diseases

® Use fingers or another suitable object to demonstrate
how to use a condom properly

° Opportunity for group to ask questions about access to
condoms, condom use, pregnancy and sexually
transmitted disease prevention, relationship issues

At the end of this session, ask the group for written or verbal feedback
on how they feel about using condoms in the future; do they feel they
know how to use condoms; do they think their partner will use
condoms; can they access condoms? Share the results of this
feedback with your leader, the counselor and the group. Plan further
programme strategies with your group leader to reinforce or increase
use of condoms.

2. Are there sexual health/family planning clinics or agencies in your
community that provide information and care related to prevention
of pregnancy and sexually transmitted diseases? Contact one of
these agencies and discuss the services they can provide to
women. With your group leader, arrange to have one of these
women come and speak to your group about the services they
