GSUSA is the largest member organization of WAGGGS, providing 2.8 million1 of its 10 million members 
worldwide and paying2 approximately 1.5 million dollars annually to WAGGGS based on the number of 
registered GSUSA members.  WAGGGS states every Girl Scout is automatically3 a member of WAGGGS. 
 
Through its resources4, non-formal education programs5 and participation in international seminars, 
events and United Nations conferences6, WAGGGS promotes, specifically on behalf of its 10 million 
members7, youth sexual and reproductive/abortion rights8.  The International Planned Parenthood 
Federation (IPPF) credits its close partnership9 with WAGGGS for its increasing success in reaching youth 
with the IPPF message of sexual and reproductive rights.

¶ In May 2013, a WAGGGS youth delegation14 attended a conference hosted by Women Deliver, a 
global advocacy organization which promotes15 investment in comprehensive reproductive health, 
specifically abortion and contraception access, for all by 2015. This Women Deliver Conference 
featured presentations/events by WAGGGS (in partnership with Planned Parenthood Federation 
of America)16; prominent late term abortionist Leroy Carhart17; infanticide advocate Peter Singer18; 
Planned Parenthood CEO Cecile Richards19 and other abortion rights advocates20. WAGGGS, in the 
name of its 10 million members, served on the Youth Advisory Group for the Women Deliver 
Conference along with International Planned Parenthood Federation and Planned Parenthood 
Global (PPFA Global)21. 

¶ WAGGGS, along with IPPF and other pro-abortion groups, was a member of the steering 
committee22 for the December 2012 ICPD Global Youth Forum, where WAGGGS delegates were
